Membership and Guidance 2019
The aim of the club is to promote canoeing and kayaking at all levels, for adults and young people.  Provision will be made for those with no previous canoeing knowledge and those without their own equipment.  
There are the following categories of membership, with power to vote at all meetings of the Club and have voting rights with Coquet Shorebase Trust as indicated below.  All members have included in their membership fee, membership to Coquet Shorebase Trust Ltd.  
FULL MEMBER - £25 - open to a person who, at the date of application, is aged 18 yrs or over.  He/she shall have one vote, membership of Coquet Shorebase Trust (an additional form must be completed) is included in the cost.  If you are a British Canoeing individual member there is a £2 reduction in the cost. 
YOUTH MEMBER - £10 - open to a person who, at the date of application, is aged between 8 and 17.  Youth members do not have a vote, one parent/carer however will be eligible to vote with Coquet Shorebase Trust. A £5 annual subscription is payable to Coquet Shorebase Trust (an additional form to be completed) from 1 parent/carer of the youth member.
If you are a British Canoeing individual member there is a £2 reduction in the cost.
FAMILY MEMBERSHIP - £45 - This covers two full adult members and any number of Youth members.  Children under the age of 8 are accepted as family members but must be accompanied on Club activities by a parent or adult appointed by the parent/guardian, who takes full responsibility for them.   If either adult is a British Canoeing individual member there is a £2 reduction in the cost for each one.
Parents/Carers of all youth members under 14 should be contactable at all times during Club sessions, a form will be available for completion at every session to give contact details on the day.  
Every member, upon acceptance, is deemed to have notice of, and, by implication, undertaken to comply with, the Club Rules and Regulations, and is thereafter expected to conduct himself/herself in a responsible and sensible manner at all times.  

Membership runs from 01 February to 31 January each year and if not renewed by 01 April will be considered to have lapsed until a further payment has been made. If a person joins the Club after 01 September their membership will run from 1 September to 31 January and the following fees will apply.

Full member £15

Junior Member £5 and £5 annual subscription to Coquet Shorebase Trust (where appropriate)

Family Membership £25

Liability and insurance for all members is cover through the affiliation to British Canoeing, your membership fee ensures that you are covered by this insurance.  Can you please ensure that by the 01 April 2019, your membership fees are paid in full to the Club Secretary, Linda Pooley or Club Treasurers Denise Lyall or Maureen Thompson.  You will not be covered by the British Canoeing insurance if you paddle or take part in any events organised by the club when your membership has expired.  

£6 for adults and £5 for children is to be paid at the beginning of each session at Shorebase or Druridge Bay Country Park, to the allocated committee member.  This is to cover a hire fee for the equipment and costs for maintenance and running costs of the buildings. Members who have their own kit a £2 fee is payable per person for the use of facilities in the centre.
